Capturing evidence of impact and telling our story			[image: ]As the Associate Schools programme develops, we are gathering more and more compelling evidence about the impact on young people, teachers, schools and communities.  This takes the form of anecdotal stories, quotes, statistics, pieces of work (especially written) and exam results. Together they build a powerful evidence base that we can all use to advocate for the incredible work that is taking place in our schools and theatres and for the approaches that we are passionate about. 

In your role as a Lead Associate School, it is essential that you capture the impact of the work of both your school, and your Associate Schools. To share that with your theatre partner, Associate Schools, RSC and other stakeholders.  The RSC has its own programme of research and evaluation, which we share with funders and to influence policy makers and from time to time you may be asked to participate in research. We cannot do this without you and the most significant data will be the stories and statistics that you are able to collate and share.

In order to capture and record a robust picture of your work, you will need to gather a variety of data, which may include:
· The activities and events that take place and where
· The reach - who took part i.e. number of teachers (including which school) and/or students (including year group), number of parents etc.
· Reflections in your journal
· Observations of your lessons and your colleagues’ lessons
· Feedback comments or quotes (collected on feedback forms, comments cards, through interviews, in conversation etc.)
· Any data you collect in your normal course of work that demonstrates pupil progress and attainment 
· Any evidence that you see that reflects a change in pupils’ attitudes to Shakespeare and theatre 
· Notes and feedback from any CPD you run for your colleagues
· News and advocacy around the programme e.g. school newsletter, press cuttings etc.
· Any particularly illustrative stories about the impact on students, classroom practice and the wider community. For example, a student whose response to an activity was new and surprising, a previously reluctant teacher who used the work in her classroom with positive results, the response of parents and so on
· Photographs / video recordings of your events.

	Ambassadors- During the week the ambassadors filmed different classes and took photographs of the different activitoes to create a montage for the school website. They interviewed younger children in school and helped them to fill in a questionnaire about Shakespeare and drama. At the end of the week they helped to deliver a whole school assembly which included information about Shakespeare and a quiz to assess the children’s learning.

Jayne Thomas’ thoughts- 
The Tempest is becoming a favourite of OBS and one that the children and I are very familiar with. Our school studied this play last year and having watched an outdoor performance by Nottingham Playhouse, the children have fond memories. The opening scenes of The Tempest perfectly encapsulate the theme of ‘magic and mayhem’. A ship is sailing through a violent storm created by the powerful hands of the magician Prospero with the help and trickery of Ariel, his spirit servant. The crew and passengers are tossed and turned, believing that all is lost and they will perish. Fortunately, despite the turmoil and confusion of the tempest, Ariel ensures no harm is done and all are washed up on the shore.
