	Key Indicator 1- Teachers received ongoing CPD throughout the year to support the quality of PE teaching and confidence levels of teachers delivering PE. Consequently, there has been increased engagement and enthusiasm from children in lessons as a result of an additional adult providing a1:15 ratio. Subsequent impacts include enhanced skill development from pupils as a result of teacher’s reporting increasing subject knowledge awareness.




Key Indicator 3,4 and 5- Our tracking of pupil engagement shows that all children in KS2 have been invited to represent the school at an off-site sporting competition. During pupil focus groups, pupils report a sense of pride in wearing the OBS kit to represent school. Pupils have also been exposed to a variety of new sports including Boccia and Curling through these external competitions. 




Key Indicator 3 and 4- PE lessons can now be linked to year group topics clearly to ensure creative opportunities for learning (collaboration, perseverance and resilience) are at the forefront of PE planning and cross-curricular learning can be embedded within the whole-school. 




Key Indicator 3 and 4- Pupils in Year 6 have commented on how much they enjoy using the new resources as a way to challenge and develop their skills. The howlers have enabled pupils to develop their throwing skills in a new way. 





Key Indicator 2- Children have an increased level of safety when riding bikes on our local roads, which encourages a healthy lifestyle and ensure pupils are engaging in physical activity. 




Key Indicator 2, 3 and 4- Staff have observed increased activity levels of pupils at lunch time due to pupils engagement with the ‘sports zone’, bikes, scooters and large tires which children are pushing, lifting and rolling and know how to support and extend this learning as a result of the training delivered. There has also been reported improved attendance levels and well-being as a result of engagement with such active opportunities. 




Key Indicator 2,4 and 5- This has provided multiple competitive opportunities for a variety of pupils to engage with a variety of different sport. This has resulted in OBS being county champions in athletics and winning the football league. 
	We are pleased with the impacts (staff feedback and children’s engagement) and have reemployed both professionals for 2023/2024. 











There is always excitement when pupils are invited to attend competitions and sports trips, as a result we plan to attend as many SGO competitions as possible. 








Whilst year group topics remain the same, no further purchase is necessary and a high standard of dance teaching can be maintained. 







These new pieces of equipment should prove sustainable by not needing to be repurchased for some years and by having a positive impact on the attainment of athletics in school and against other schools in competitions. 





This opportunity will be provided to pupils next year as it provides life-long learning around safely accessing bike riding as a means of being active. 




There will be no additional large costs linked to active lunch times. There may be the opportunity to extend and enhance the sports zone in future by providing 









There will continue to be investment and money set aside for the next year groups to have access to these competitive experiences.

	Across the year all pupils from Year 1 to Year 6 have the opportunity to work with a specialist coach, with rotation each half term to maintain this offering for all pupils. 












This spending supports 64 Year 6 pupils who had reduced access to pools and swimming lessons in their previous years due to COVID-19. 



























The impact of this means that ALL Y4, Y5 and Y6 pupils are offered the opportunity to go offsite 




















The impact of this means that all Y4, Y5 and Y6 pupils are offered the opportunity to represent OBS in a sporting event offside. 













Pupils in Year 5 are positively impacted by this spend as a result of being taught how to be safe riding on the roads whilst promoting and encouraging a healthy lifestyle.

	The impacts of employing two specialist PE practitioners include ensuring high quality PE sessions that develop the pupils’ skills and sporting knowledge. Teacher’s also have an increased knowledge of skills and progression due to them being present in these sessions resulting in ongoing CPD. 




The impact of the top up swimming sessions include improved water safety of pupils, a promotion of making pupils ‘swimmers for life’ and improved fitness levels due to 45 minutes of active minutes being offered within a new pool context. 





















The impact of this includes an increased level of confidence for pupils within sport, an instilled belief that due to the variety of sporting events we attend- there is a sport for you that you can excel at. Pupils also experience competitive sport and thus develop traits such as teamwork, fairness, co-operation and experiencing success. It also promotes a lifelong love of sport due to the positive experiences that we offer. 




The impact of this includes children at OBS achieving sporting success and developing a life-long love of sport through experiencing an array of sporting events. For example, our boys football team became league champions for the second consecutive year and attended the prestigious ‘champions league’ competition. 



There are impacts of Bikeabilty on both staff and pupils. Staff have the opportunity to access CPD, through observation, of how professionals teach pupils to ride a bike, promote a healthy lifestyle and encourage sport. Pupils are provided with a new sporting experience of learning to ride a bike, which as such can increase their daily active minutes by enabling them to ride a bike to school and then use these skills -bike riding- to form the basis for a healthy lifestyle. 




Staff have increased knowledge on active warm ups/ videos that they can use to support children within the classroom to develop their stamina and endurance. Pupils also now have access to active videos to increase their active minutes within the school timetable. 




Pupils have the opportunity to develop their creative dance and rhythmical gymnastics skills through increased upper body strength and co-ordination by emulating events such as artistic gymnastics seen in the upcoming Olympics. Having a full class set of these resources enables all pupils to experience a broader experience of creative dance and gymnastics within school. This purchase will sustainably maintain the high-standard of PE teaching within the area of dance and gymnastics through high-quality resources that have been purchased. All lessons now resources for maximum participation so children have individual equipment.



Pupils have the opportunity to attend a well-resources after-school football club with equipment that promotes the development of agility, strength, co-ordination and ball skills. This in turn provides our pupils with the skills needed to promote high standards of competition between member of the football team at an intra and inter-school level. This in turn resulted in the boys football team becoming county champions and us hosting a teachers VS pupils football match (forming positive experiences and a life-long love of sport). 


Pupils within EYFS were having the opportunity to increase active outdoor minutes restricted due to the weather. Therefore, the impact of purchasing a class set of wet suits means that children will have the opportunity to increase the number of active minutes on the trim trail, hopscotch and PE equipment without the weather active as a barrier. Sustainability is achieved by making this offering accessible for all children and high-quality wetsuits being purchased. Resources for maximum participation so children have individual equipment.





All pupils had the opportunity to partake in the intra-school Sports Day with a broad range of events that they could have partook in. This was a positive experience for all pupils, with them being exposed to a variety of events in a safe, supportive but competitive environment. Thus resulting in positive attitudes towards sport being developed and the life-long skills of determination, resilience and teamwork being developed. Sustainability will be achieved through children’s life-long love of sporting competitions and the lack of need to purchase a kit like this again for many years.







The impacts of new gymnastics equipment ensures that all pupils can access lessons safely and therefore meet their daily activity goal if gymnastics is their current unit of PE. In a staff voice it was mentioned that taller children did not previously have enough room to complete forward roles. Therefore, this spend ensure that children can develop their gymnastics skills in a safe environment. It also promotes the development of a broader range of higher-standard gymnastics teaching including balance beam routines.  All lessons now resources for maximum participation so children have individual equipment.



Popular equipment has been replenished to increase the level of physical activity for all pupils at lunchtime. Pupils also now have access to badminton resources, a new sport not previously provided at OBS. 










Staff have developed their understanding of sequencing lessons and providing challenge for pupils that require it. If the cards were to be removed, staff will have retained the information and new games/ drills/ lesson ideas. 




To increase activity levels during lunch time we have introduced new adventurous activities such as climbing up the bank using slacklines which the pupils have enjoyed using to develop their strength, resilience and co-ordination climbing skills. 







Pupils who spend time within our SEND hub now have the opportunity for more active minutes and a broader range of adventurous play and physical activity due to the introduction of these new pieces of equipment. We have invested in appropriate, necessary and high-quality storage to ensure that these pieces of equipment last many years (therefore making this spend sustainable). Some pupils spend their lunch time in the willow, therefore they can have more active lunchtimes as a result of this spend. Pupils are developing their strength and gross-motor skills in an appropriate environment for them.

	As a result of the money spent on increased resources to support football training and provision both the boys and girls football team have had massive success in the local leagues.









As a result of the money spent on providing SEN PE resources the pupils in our specialized SEN provision have had the opportunity to increase their active minutes and a broader offering of physical activity and sport. 




As a school we have invested in replenishing and updating the gymnastics equipment. 







We attend all Nottingham City School Games events and offer each year 5 and 6 pupil at least one opportunity to represent our school at one of these competitions or festivals. 









	The KS2 boys football team were crowned county champions for a consecutive year and attended the prestigious ‘champions league competition’ and came third out of all Nottingham football teams taking part. The girls football team also came third in their football league for only their second year partaking in this. This indicates that the impact of the football resource spending as being high-standards of competitive sport being achieved at an inter-school level. 


The pupils in our SEN hub have been able to access Sensory circuits and specialized activities that support their physical development at an appropriate level. 





Gymnastics is more accessible for all pupils. Pupils are actively engaged in all gymnastics lessons as there are full class sets of benches, mats, ribbons and scarves.  





As a result of Old Basford School’s commitment to sport and offering sporting opportunities for all pupils we have been awarded the GOLD SPORTS MARK.
	As a school, we are incredibly proud of the footballers produced at OBS and celebrate their success in achievement assemblies. The purchase of these high-quality resources to support football training should hopefully ensure that this high-standard is maintained for future teams and years to come. 





We have worked with the Autism Team at Nottingham City Council to utilize the new resources in the most effective way possible to support the development of our high-level needs pupils. 




Next year, we have plans to employ an external sports provider to run an after-school club using these new pieces of equipment to increase the attainment of gymnastics and development of our pupils flexibility, balance and co-ordination. 


OBS are incredibly proud of this success, we are hoping to maintain this offering next year to keep the GOLD SPORTS MARK for another year before applying for platinum mark.

	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres?
	75%
	This cohort of pupils were impacted by pool closures during the COVID-19 pandemic and as such have missed out on a significant amount of pool time in previous years. 

During this year of swimming provision, it is important to note that 3 pupils did not partake in the final few swimming lessons due to fasting for Ramadan and one due to self-image issues. 


	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can use a range of strokes effectively [for example, front crawl, backstroke, and breaststroke]?

	When looking at the data for this cohort, backstroke has been identified as the stroke most commonly not being able to be swam effectively and therefore meaning pupils are missing out on this requirement.

	This cohort of pupils were impacted by pool closures during the COVID-19 pandemic and as such have missed out on a significant amount of pool time in previous years.
