Ada Lovelace Day has
particular resonance for us in Nottingham as Ada was the daughter of Lord Byron and is
buried in a churchyard in Hucknall. This event, which is specifically designed for primary
aged children, will offer a range of hands-on activities delivered by scientists based at
BioCity, aiming at breaking down stereotypes about science and scientists, sharing the
work being done by science companies in Nottinghamshire and supporting science
careers at school. The project is run by Nottingham-based education charity Ignite!

We will be travelling to Bio City via the tram and then will be walking across the city
centre. The event is FREE but we are kindly asking for a £2 contribution from parents for
the cost of the tram.
